FOCUS AREAS

Climate & Energy: Our reliance on fossil fuels contributes to an
increase in global temperatures and acute health problems,
such as rising rates of asthma and the increasing
prevalence of heart disease. Thus climate change is one of
the most pressing public health issues we currently face.

Toxics: Hazardous chemicals present in our homes and many
everyday products are associated with increasing burdens of
disease. Exposure to these chemicals is known to increase
the risk of developing certain cancers, learning disabilities,
and infertility issues.

Food: Our current food system favors manufacturing
practices that have serious health implications. Rising rates of
cancer, infertility, and hormone disruption are among the
most prevalent food-related health concerns. These risks
are borne by many communities.

Health Leaders will explore the most urgent environmental
health issues at the local, state, and national level with national
environmental health experts. Fellows will develop critical civic
engagement skills through trainings. Upon completion, Fellows
will have the tools needed to advocate for change within
the public policy arena and their health care institutions.
